The Chair convened the meeting at 6:00 PM and asked that all cell phones be turned off or silenced.  
Citizens to be Heard – none
Workshop – Code Amendments for review:

1) Sec. 3.2.4 G use of briny water addition to the Production Water Disposal and Recycling Facility.  

Discussion: Staff stated that this was a directive by the Council. Present at the meeting are Lee Shenton, Technical Inspector and Bart Kettle with DOGM.  Lee Shenton provided the Commission with information on the current companies, Danish Flats and Armada Water, AKA Westwater Farms.  

The amendments to the current section of the LUC will include:

· addition of “formation water” to sections that address production water,

· Clarification of compliance with the state and federal requirements,

· Addition of “Injection Well Disposal of Formation Water,
· Definitions of formation water,

· Clarification of operation and safety, monitoring, and technical requirements.
2) Sec. 3.1 Use Table – Establishing Emergency Operations Center (EOC) heliport regulations and

Sec. 3.2.2 Public and Civic Use Standards – Defining the use of heliports at the Emergency Operations Center 
Discussion:  Staff explained this also was a directive from Council in order to clarify the helicopter use at the EOC building, a County operation, the helicopter service is critical for EMS, SAR, and the Sheriff.    
3) Article 9 Administration and Procedures – Modifying noticing requirement changes and clarification of application submittals.

Discussion:  Staff explained the amendment is to clean-up the current section to notice requirement changes and clarifications

4) Sec. 3.2.3.D  Bed and Breakfast 

Discussion:  Staff explained the concerns the County offices have had with illegal overnight rentals including Bed and Breakfast.  Commission directed staff to have a workshop on the subject and invite the appropriate people and agencies for an in-depth discussion.  
5) Discussion regarding the use of non-IRC structures and tiny homes.  The Commission discussed the concerns and needs of the community and use.

The Commission discussed the amendments at length, staff will advertise public hearings for the Production water change, EOC helicopter change, and Article 9 administrative amendments.  
Staff updated the Commission on upcoming housing workshops, Area Sector Analysis Process (ASAP), CRMP time extension for council adoption deadline is August 2017. The County may receive up to 50,000 for help in the funding for the plan.
