General Notes 

 Only permits issued beginning January 1, 2012, have been entered into this system. At this time, only a few permits 
prior to that date have been entered. 

 Use as little information as possible when searching. This is not like an internet browser search (i.e., Google search) 
that will offer suggestions; this search will look letter-by-letter, number-by-number, exactly what you enter. For 
example, if you are searching for an address of 123 N Main St, only enter “123” or your result will not be accurate. 

 Search is NOT case sensitive. 

 Search will result in all records meeting the Search Criteria.

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Permit Date 
Enter actual date the permit was 
issued using “00/00/00” format;  
do not enter a date range.  
 
Example:  Date 06/23/15 search results 
in two building permit records. 

 

Parcel # 
Enter exact parcel number.  
 
Example:  Parcel # 00-T000-0000 search 
results in all building permit records 
issued to that parcel (since 01/01/12). 

 

Parcel Address 
Enter either exact numerals in parcel 
address or parcel street name; the 
parcel address is the recorded 
address for the property. 
 
Example:  Parcel address numerals 123 
results in three building permit records. 

 

County/City Permit Number 
Enter the actual four-digit County  
or City Building Permit number;  
do not enter a permit number range. 
 
Example:  Permit number searches will 
result with only one record. 
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City or County 
Enter choice from Building Permit: 

Castle Valley 
City of Moab 
Grand County 

Example:  City or County search will 
result in all permits in the category. 

 

Residential or Commercial 
Enter “Residential” or “Commercial” 
based on use. 
 
Example:  Residential or Commercial 
search will result in all permits in the 
category.

Example: Building Address numerals 123 
will result in all permits containing the 
numerals entered as building address. 

 

Owner Name 
Enter exact name; the owner name 
is the recorded owner(s) for the 
property. 
 
Example:  Owner Name michael will 
result in all permits containing the name 
entered as owner name. 
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Applicant Name 
Enter exact name; the applicant 
name is the Permittee/Owner from 
the Building Permit application.  
 
Example: Applicant Name michael will 
result in all permits containing the name 
entered as applicant name.

Contractors:  All contractors on 
permit. 

Property:  Legal property 
information per Recorder’s 
database. 
Owner Information:  Owner 
information per Recorder’s 
database. 

Plan Review:  Date complete plans/ 
permit application submitted and 
date of each plan review. 

Inspections:  All inspections, 
including notes and conditions of the 
inspection.
