Armed Robbery
Thompson Shell Exit 186 on I-70

On March 15, 2016 at approximately 10:15 p.m. the Thompson Shell Gas Station and convenience
store was robbed at gun point by two Hispanic males. One Hispanic male had entered the station
and asked how far it was to Green River, Utah and then exited the station. He returned about a
minute later with another Hispanic male. They placed several items on the counter for purchase
when one produced a handgun and demanded the money from the register. There were two(2)
employees in the station at the time of the robbery. The suspects in the robbery were described as
being in their twenties about 510" with both wearing hoodies. One suspect was wearing a black or
dark blue hoodie and a gray ball cap with an American Flag logo on the front. The other suspect was
wearing a brown colored hoodie with unknown logo on the front and had short balding hair. The
suspects left the area west bound on I-70 in what was described as a white or silver four door
compact car. Anyone with information regarding this crime is asked to contact the Grand County
Sheriff's Office at 435-259-8115.
