1. Chair Jenna Whetzel called the meeting to order at 11:02. 
2. Before the meeting, Jenna sent a change for the rental amounts for MAPS. Ben Riley motions to approve the minutes from the October 1 meeting. Jazmine Duncan seconds, and without further discussion, the motion carried unanimously.
3. Agency Updates
a) Moab City Update 
i. The City maintenance staff improved a vacant trailer at Walnut Lane in order to relocate a current tenant into safer housing. The City also hired a full time maintenance person to work at Walnut Lane. During the past month, staff has met multiple times with City Council to discuss the results of the IFB and the overall redevelopment plan. The Council plans to award a contract to indieDwell for 8 modular units.
ii. The City Council and Planning Commission held a joint meeting to discuss planning priorities for 2021, including updating the PAD and other housing-related initiatives.
b) Grand County Update 
i. The County has not received any new HDHO apps, but Peak View (HDHO development) broke ground. Christina is currently working on the HDHO deed restriction, which should be ready in the next week or two.
ii. Mila is still looking for a VISTA, who will now start in January. 
c) Advocacy Committee Update 
i. No Updates.
d) Public Outreach Committee Update 
i. Jenna and Kaitlin wrote an article for the Real Estate Happenings magazine. Theresa King said the HTF could have an ongoing article in the Happenings, so the HTF will discuss a schedule and article ideas at a later date.
e) Local Housing Agency Updates 
i. HASU
1. 3 units left at MAPS, continued work at Wingate Village. Ben is also working on new house plans for the upcoming Arroyo Crossing build.
4. Discussion: Workforce Housing Survey-Division of Labor
a) HTF needs to distribute the workforce housing survey. Jenna needs to ask Olivia if she could send it out to her list, and she will send a list of contacts and a template with the survey so others can send to their contacts. We will also post it on Facebook. Kalen recommends including HTF branding on all of the materials to raise awareness.
5. Presentation: Michael Skarda, developer of the Namaste Rock project. 
a) Michael gave a presentation to the HTF about the Namaste Rock project, including information about financing/developing manufactured units, which he thinks would be a good fit for the project. He does not have a site plan for what this would look like, but he thinks it would be a good location for affordable rentals for airport employees and others working in the area. 
b) During discussion, Mila says Council would only want to see this area to be rezoned to Resort Special (RS) and does not think it is the right place for these units, even if the units would be a good fit for the community. Kalen says this body is here to support affordable housing in general, and this project sees some issues beyond housing with this project and there is a need in the city for more manufactured units. He reminds Michael that development regularly receives pushback. Ben says the HTF supports different types of housing and needs it, and resistance is likely due to location, not to concept in general. Jenna says it’s a great option for affordable homes in Moab. Mila also says someone up in Thompson has plans to do something similar - they have a 3D printer to do a test piece to build a house, which could be an interesting partnership for Michael. Michael would not pursue if it’s not something county staff supports, and will continue to work on/socilit ideas to redevelop this area.
