1. Chair Jenna Whetzel called the meeting to order at 11:01.
2. Kenny Fallon motioned to approve the minutes from the May 7 meeting. Kalen Jones seconded the motion, and without further discussion, the motion passed.
3. Agency Updates
a) Moab City Update 
i. The Incremental Development Alliance gave a presentation on small scale development to the City Council on May 26. The presentation focused on barriers in the R-3 Zone, focusing on the profitability, accessibility, and risks of developing in the City. This presentation is available on YouTube. Staff will share this information with the Planning Commission next week and will facilitate a discussion to create a PAD Lite ordinance and/or amend current codes to better facilitate small scale developments.
b) Grand County Update 
i. The CR Strawburb PUD was denied by County Council by a split vote (3-2-2). Mila Dunbar-Irwin said many of the negative comments were from neighbor mobilization, possibly rooted in NIMBYism. Curtis Wells noted that they only had 5 council members and he plans to bring it back to a vote again on June 16th. He suggested the HTF provide regular affordable housing updates to the City and County Council.
ii. Arroyo Crossing is final platting six lots for CR, set for July 7 meeting.
iii. The County has 19 HDHO units left; there are currently two proposals - one for 2 units. submitted by CR, and another for 3 units.
iv. County voted against two OAO proposals, including one for employee housing in RVs. Mila projects this denial will spark conversations about camping and providing employee housing in the County.
v. Staff is still working on the townhome density bonus proposal.
c) Grand County Covid-19 Task Force Update
i. HRF has allocated one-month’s worth of rent to 36 families, and just allocated $11k in additional funds. The fund has approximately $11k remaining.
d) Advocacy Committee Update 
i. No updates. Jenna recommends we write a letter to support funding for housing in the next federal stimulus package. Kaitlin Myers motions for the HTF to sign onto a pre-written letter being distributed by the National Low-Income Housing Coalition. Jazmine Duncan seconds the motion, and with no further discussion, the motion passes.
ii. Attendees continued discussion about supporting the Strawburb PUD proposal. Kalen is unsure of the process to bring back an item, so he will let the HTF know when and if the group can submit a comment in favor.
e) Public Outreach Committee Update 
i. Jenna and Alex Oldham are planning a financial literacy webinar on June 17 at 1:00. The session will cover the basics of budgeting, saving, credit scores, and loans; USDA is no longer involved. Jenna will send out the flyer when it is available. HASU is also in the works to create a how-to development workshop.
ii. Olivia is still working on updating the employer survey to be distributed. Jenna will share with the group to review once the survey is complete.
f) Local Housing Agency Updates 
i. Community Rebuilds
1. Strawburb PUD and HDHO application mentioned previously
2. CR is undergoing changes in staff; they are recruiting new VISTAs and are making changes to their internship program to be compliant with COVID-19 guidelines. They are also working on creating new site plans and reevaluating other elements of their program.
ii. HASU
1. Ben is closing on financing tax credits for Wingate Village; they have also closed financing for 6 self-help homes and are finalizing 5 more.
2. MAPS is projected to receive certificate of occupancy and start moving in residents by the end of June; not sure what to do for open house yet. Jazmine is aiming to have at least half of the units filled by move in; she is at 14 applicants right now, so she needs to get 4 more by the end of June.
3. Jenna is working on a proposal for 9 lots of self-help at Arroyo Crossing.
4. Adjusting the PAD
a) Kaitlin is bringing this item to the HTF after the IncDev presentation in order to start brainstorming ways to create a PAD Lite, improve the current PAD ordinance, or amend other areas of code.
b) Kalen suggests an expedited application process to move it quicker,and to study on-street parking and improving street designs; he also wonders if the deed restriction requirements should be lessened. The group discussed current density in R-3 and the possible need to reevaluate making it harder to develop in R-3 and/or downzoning in order to make the PAD more of an incentive
