1. Chair Jenna Whetzel called the meeting to order at 11:01. The group did introductions because the new GCSD Community Coordinator, Amanda Knill, attended for the first time.
2. Ben Riley motions to approve the minutes from the June 4 meeting. Olivia Holmes seconds, and without further discussion, the motion carried unanimously.
3. Agency Updates
a) Moab City Update 
i. The City Council held a meeting on June 25 to discuss priorities for the Walnut Lane redevelopment project, which included prioritizing how the land is utilized between housing, parking, and open space, and how the funding is prioritized between affordability, sustainability, and community amenities.
ii. On June 16, the Planning Commission discussed the IncDev presentation given to Council, which evolved into a conversation about updating the PAD ordinance, possibly creating a “PAD Lite” and updating parking standards to allow for on-street parking in some areas.
b) Grand County Update 
i. The County Council passed the Strawburb PUD, which will be developed by Kalen Jones and Community Rebuilds. They also passed a mandate requiring face masks in public spaces.
ii. The CED Dept. applied for a shared VISTA with MVMC to work on housing issues; Olivia’s term is up in August, so the VISTA will start sometime after.
c) Grand County Covid-19 Task Force Update
i. The Emergency Shelter Sub-Task Force is still facilitating meal deliveries. They still have not decided on a location for a shelter for local homeless residents.
ii. The Housing Relief Fund is making its last disbursement this week and plans to disband but will reassess if rent assistance is needed again later on. MVMC and HASU are still helping clients to apply for housing assistance through SEAUALG. The HRF raised over $43,000 and was able to assist more than 60 households.
d) Advocacy Committee Update 
i. The HTF sent a letter to the State Legislature’s Executive Appropriations Committee advocating that they retain the housing funding allocated through SB 39; they retained $5M of the funding.
e) Public Outreach Committee Update 
i. Alex Oldham’s term has finished at HASU, but before they left, they created a financial literacy video that HASU will put on its YouTube channel. Jenna said they are also working on a homebuyer educational video to share later this year.
ii. At the next meeting, Jenna wants to pinpoint a date and format for providing regular housing updates to both councils.
f) Local Housing Agency Updates 
i. Community Rebuilds
1. Residents of the Mill Creek subdivision phase one are moved in and phase two is going well. Staff is now focusing on moving forward for final plat approval for the Strawburb PUD, platting a tract at Arroyo Crossing, and an HDH application
2. Apprentices, interns, and VISTAs for the next build will arrive in August; some will be housed in the Rancho Fandango, some will be dispersed in the community. Kenny’s term ends at the end of this summer as well.
ii. HASU
1. The HTF is going on a MAPS tour after this meeting. Residents have moved in, and it is currently about 50% occupied. They are hoping to have an open house sometime soon but need to figure out social distancing measures first.
2. Wingate Village phase two should close in the next couple of weeks, and Ben just closed on financing for the townhomes.
3. They are also working on getting the Section 8 list back open and are looking at updating house plans, reserving lots at Arroyo Crossing.
iii. MACLT
1. MACLT is still on schedule and budget for horizontal improvements; hired Jeff Adams to do some landscaping with leftover contingency funds. The County changed Plateau Dr to Bonnies Way, and the board is working on design standards. CR and the Utah Housing Corporation have submitted plans to build as well.
2. Alex left, so the board is looking to pay someone to take minutes.

4. Optimizing Future Land Use: Kalen Jones
a) Kalen gave a presentation about how LUCs affect development in the City and County, outlining the current state of development/zoning in Spanish Valley (by-right and HDHO), role of open space in PUDs, and ways we should plan for continued densification in the valley. He outlined possible paths to greater by-right flexibility and to improve PUDs. 
b) He plans to give a presentation about City zoning next month and will send the presentation to Jenna to share to the HTF. The group discussed that the HTF is a body that could present some of these suggestions to City/County Council and staff to move forward with updating local land use codes.

5. The meeting adjourned at 11:52 and HTF members went to MAPS for the site tour.
