1. Chair Jenna Whetzel called the meeting to order at 11:02. 
2. Mary McGann motions to approve the minutes from the August 6 meeting. Ben Riley seconds, and without further discussion, the motion carried unanimously.
3. Agency Updates
a) Moab City Update 
i. The City continues to work on current maintenance issues and solutions for Walnut Lane. They are still hiring for a maintenance person and released an Invitation for Bids for manufactured units; the Q&A for the IFB is this afternoon.
ii. Kaitlin gave a housing overview presentation to the new Community Rebuilds interns last week and continues working on updating the housing data.
iii. Kaitlin and Ben met to discuss deed restrictions, both for a voluntary DR for a citizen and to create a library of DRs to be used by the community.
b) Grand County Update 
i. The Strawburb PUD final plat passed on Tuesday at Council.
ii. The County has selected someone for the CED Director position; they are in negotiations and are not releasing the name yet.
iii. HDHO projects are the same as last month.
iv. Mila is working with CR to get lot lines moved at Arroyo Crossing to accommodate for passive solar, and USU’s building program is working on one to two units at AC.
c) Advocacy Committee Update 
i. No updates.
d) Public Outreach Committee Update 
i. See later agenda items.
e) Local Housing Agency Updates 
i. MACLT (given via email from Audrey, as she was unable to attend the meeting)
1. MACLT is working on sidewalks at AC. They anticipate all of the horizontal infrastructure will be completed by the end of November. CR and HASU will start construction in early 2021. MACLT hired Jeff Adams to do some shared-space landscaping, and the board is continuing to refine the design standards for vertical infrastructure on the site. Audrey is also working with Head Start on a childcare building on the site.
ii. HASU
1. Jazmine sent an email update on MAPS before the meeting; 24 units are occupied, and they still have 1BR units available.
2. All Wingate Village units are under construction.
iii. CR
1. Joe Bondi is the new VISTA for CR, replacing Kenny Fallon. Other than updates discussed in other agency updates, CR continues its builds on Doc Allen and Mill Creek.
iv. GCSD
1. Amanda is working with Head Start on a grant to expand services in the Moab area.
4. Discussion of revisions made to the MAHTF presentation for City and County Councils. 
a) The HTF went through the updated presentation and had the additional comments:
i. Mila suggests breaking out deed restrictions in housing projects by income-restricted vs. non restricted
ii. Separate increase/decrease options for property buffer bullet
iii. Remove lot width
iv. Talk to nora about ADU plan library
v. Add sustainability incentives
b) Jenna will send out updated presentation to HTF to review, will plan to present to councils in October
