1. Chair Jenna Whetzel called the meeting to order at 11:02. 
2. Jenna entertained a motion to approve March minutes. Kaitlin states Mary Hofhine’s last name is spelled a certain way but is just in the office in the interim and the office does not have an executive director. Jazmine motioned to approve March minutes with edits. Kalen Jones seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
3. Agency Updates
a) Moab City Update
i. The Walnut Lane project will approve a $6.2 Million revenue bond during the meeting on April 13th. The preliminary site plan is being brought to the planning commission this month.
b) Grand County Update
i. The county is still interviewing for the director position.
c) MACLT Update
i. MACLT is moving forward with building on Arroyo Crossing. Attorneys are reviewing the ground lease. Kaitlin is leaving the board and the board will be searching for new board members. 
d) Grand Oasis
i. There are 8 new homes being brought to Grand Oasis this summer and 12 more to follow. All homes will be for sale and not rentals.
e) Community Rebuilds 
i. CR is waiting for everything to be finalized for Arroyo Crossing to break ground and begin building. 
ii. Work is being continued on the Strawburb homes.
iii. The first annual restore/yard sale event will take place on on April 17th and CR is looking for donations from a list of things that are being accepted.
iv. CR is currently planning a community planting day for the living building challenge on Millcreek and building a reclaimed materials art wall around the corner.
v. During the planned event at Arroyo Crossing, the rules and regulations will be presented as they are now and not based on what could come. Christina Sloan may want to be present at the event.
f) Communications Committee Update
i. Communications Committee met last week to talk about outreach events coming up and the details were ironed out for HDHO event on April 21st from 4-6PM. It will be in city court yard and reps from both county planning and zoning office and HASU will be present. Abby will speak about context and history of HDHO for county. This event will be geared towards buyers and sellers. There are events planned for each season: summer will have an informational block party for the Arroyo Crossing development, the fall season will have a workshop on USDA loans, and the winter will have a landlord training event. There will also be tabling at different markets throughout the season.
g) Local Housing Updates:
i. HASU
a) Currently working on getting applications sent off for Arroyo Crossing.
b) Wingate Village is now accepting applications and Jazmine is working on this. There are 6 applications that are being processed so hopefully the first unit can be filled upon opening. 
c) The Virginian Apartments currently has 23 people on the one-bedroom waitlist and 10 on the two-bedroom waitlist. The Housing Choice Voucher program has 45 people on its waitlist. 
d) There are over 50 families on the one and two-bedroom wait lists for Cinema Court and 30 people on the three-bedroom waitlist. There are currently no vacancies. 
h) Advocacy Committee
i. No updates. 
i) Local Planning Commission Updates
i. No updates.

4. Updating Housing Action Plan
i. Line 44E-Jazmine suggests maybe looking into seasonal work or alternative housing or something that might fit for these seasonal workers. Jenna added to investigate temporary housing alternatives and dormitory (or other) style seasonal workforce housing. 
ii. Jenna stated that this group has the capacity to do a lot of outreach. 
iii. One of the Action Plan items the MAHTF should focus on in 2021 is to repair existing, dilapidated housing. An inventory list of what housing could be updated should be created.
iv. Things were left on low priority unless they can be focused on this year.
v. Kalen states 44e would be low priority .
vi. 19d can be an umbrella item achieved through outreach events to see how workforce housing is going and was placed on medium priority level. 
vii. City is in the process of developing an RFQ. There is talk about it’s capacity to hold more people and are tying carrying capacity to economic development. This should be high priority.
viii. DODO to be removed as it is better located in item 26 which has been proposed for deletion. It is better to say reprioritize zoning to facilitate compact, in-filled and clustered development patterns. CR seconds having this as a priority. Suggested medium priority. PAD amendments are needed. There are lots of high-density developments happening but developers are not deed restricting areas.
ix. SITLA is looking at doing a massive short-term rental development on land adjacent to USU. MAHTF is unsure if we should oppose or negotiate with them. Mixed use language in the code could help but feels like low-priority. There are not a lot of commercial zones but zones are flexible for mixed use, group should talk to Nora and Corey. 
x. It would make sense to add language about parking. A way to provide more street parking for affordable housing needs should be figured out, maybe something more general should be added about parking and other specific barriers. 
xi. It is unclear if a single lot can be used for twin home anymore for CR. There should be some form of density incentive or other deed restrictions so there are no ADUs. This could go back to compact, in-fill and cluster line (row 26) and can apply to market rate as well. Rows 28 and 29 should have a formal incentive and should be high priority. 
xii. Row 62 – HASU should do PAD deed restriction admin. Unsure if Walnut Lane falls under this and clarification is needed before moving forward. 
xiii. Line 61 should be high priority. 
xiv. A vote to approve this plan was conducted with the caveat that items will be cleaned up. Jazmine motioned to approve. Kalen seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 

5. New Business to be discussed: Which tasks can be started? Outreach will be number one. Emergency fund repair will be number two. A deed restriction library will be next.
