1. Chair Jenna Whetzel called the meeting to order at 11:03. 
2. Katie introduced herself as the new VISTA for Grand County and the MVMC and discussed her background in government organizations and international policy. Everyone present introduced themselves to Katie.
3. Jazmine motions to approve the minutes from the January 7, 2021 meeting. Kalen seconds, and without further discussion, the motion carried unanimously.
4. Agency Updates.
a) Moab City Update 
i. The council has been preoccupied with state legislation and discussed specific bills.
ii. Moving forward with Walnut Ln. Having public engagement meetings on the site - limited to current residents and surrounding neighborhoods not open up to the public yet. Instead have a website on City’s page for affordable housing as well as Walnut Ln. Currently doing a survey to collect feedback about community amenities, site and open spaces, and architectural form of buildings on site. Working on site plan applications for the PAD. Working with Zach in planning department on amendments to the PAD - hopeful to bring to planning commission and council soon.

b) Grand County Update 
i. Mary discussed the several bills that are being presented and what the County opposes and is in favor of.
ii. Working on HDHO rules and regulations document
iii. Working with county attorney and HASU and bringing before planning and county commission later this month.
iv. Commission just approved admin contract for 20k a year to administer HDHO
v. HASU will be taking qualifications and processing and approving
vi. HASU helping with enforcement with County
vii. Rules and regulations document will ideally be recorded as a notice against each property that is deed restricted that it will come up on a title report
viii. Katie is working on getting educational materials for all interested parties for potential buyers, real estate agents, and possibly banks as well. 
ix. Two properties on market - one under contract - will be first data point
x. Murphy Flats is going up to final platte soon - finals things to work out - taking reservations
xi. Currently trying to just solidify ownership requirement vs just occupancy requirement
xii. Arroyo Crossing - final draft of lease provisions
xiii. Running against sunset clause in HDHO 2 years expires in June 
xiv. Hoping to work on code amendment suggestions MAHTF suggested
xv. Kaitlin stated that the developers stated that the HDHO would kill project - was under the impression that outside buyers could purchase and then rent to locals. 
xvi. Specific time that this would happen publicly - planning commission meeting on Monday - Action item at planning commission meeting on 16th. 

c) MACLT Update
i. Deed restriction is done. 

d) Local Housing Agency Updates 
i. HASU
1. Working on soils report at Arroyo Crossing - trying to figure out foundation systems - HASU sped forward to create cottage houses - application going in 12 2 bedroom cottages - 9 self help homes this spring - working at Wingate village with 22 units still under construction - 6 self help homes done 5 still under construction.
ii. Community Rebuilds
1. Millcreek Received CofO for twin 
2. Performance period of living building challenge
3. Still continuing construction on strawburb project
4. Just brought in spring class of interns
5. Arroyo Crossing working with MACLT board to get final plot approved to submit building permits for first twin units 
6. Finalizing plans for rest of homes being built on land trust this year 
5. Assignments on subcommittees
i. Educational materials - Katie, Joe, and Kaitlin
ii. Advocacy - Kalen
iii. Emergency home repair fund - revitalize existing housing - lots of homes rundown - hopeful to get funds - Barry had an idea of starting this fund - potentially allocated general funds from the city - reached out to people from ASSIT - nonprofit in SLC - does accessibility updates to home - have talked to Emily Neihaus? she's on ALG board - a program for ALG that provides that kind of help Grand has been slow on uptake. then wouldn’t have to spend general funds. Kaitlin thinks would need to wait another year to be eligible for CLBG programs. Should be a city or county led effort or bring in other agencies. Could come out of city or county’s building department because of the best connections

6. Updating Housing Plan 
i. Employer work force housing could be tackled
ii. Provide updates on affordable housing plan implementation 
iii. Should be providing updates to city and county on housing data and recommendations on how to keep improving code
iv. Planning on updating affordable housing report
v. Expand membership - larger presence on social media
vi. Increase public education - Katie will be doing a lot of this
vii. HASU hopes to have rules and regulations and brochure and have a large campaign to spread more knowledge on HDHO
viii. Can update website
ix. housing ordinance needs to be redone every few years and it might be good to begin thinking about redoing and cleaning up
x. Change adopt an assured housing ordinance to say “Review/Maintain” 
xi. strengthen and formalize for affordable housing developers not done needs to be strengthened 
xii. Review city and county land use codes and identify barriers
xiii. CR important to solidify term duplex and townhome 
xiv. Create zoning regulations for tiny homes - it has been done and they are allowed at state level and way to make them compliant with building code. They would just be condo communities. just need to get the word out 
xv. Will continue discussion on next meeting - have everyone look at 2020 affordable housing action plan  update and make comments  - first item on next meeting
