1. Chair Jenna Whetzel called the meeting to order at 11:02. 
2. Jenna entertained a motion to approve September minutes. Kaitlin motioned to approve, Ellie seconded the motion, and the minutes were approved.
3. Agency Updates
a) Moab City Update (Kaitlin, Kalen, Nora)
i. Walnut Lane contract with builder fell through. Discussing ways to move forward and preparing bid packets for horizontal improvements. Working with architects on plans to get the ball rolling again.
ii. It was proposed that an organization should be identified to manage and administer deed restrictions within the City and the County. The Housing Authority is looking to create a position that would do this job. 
iii. The Housing Plan needs to be updated. It was discussed whether any local organizations would be up to the task of updating the Housing Plan or if it would be better to outsource the updating of a Housing Plan to external contractors. Need to update the data in the plan.
a) MAHTF will create a subcommittee to update priorities of the Housing Plan, which will consist of Joseph Bondi, Kalen Jones, Benjamin Riley, Kaitlin Myers.
iv. Nora Shepherd retiring on December 15th, 2021.
b) Grand County Update (John)
i. Continuing to work on updating the County General Plan. County is hosting a meeting in an open house format from 3:00-7:00pm on October 10th to discuss the General Plan.
ii. Currently conducting a land use analysis.
iii. Working with HASU on identifying and answering HDHO questions. 
iv. Conducting an OAO workshop to identify more short term housing possibilities (campgrounds, hotels/motels, bed and breakfasts).
v. Getting 2 new AmeriCorps VISTAs in January and March of 2022.
c) MACLT Update (Katie)
i. Getting closer to having action on the ground; hoping for closings in the next few weeks.
ii. The County has provided MACLT with funding for an executive director for one year; until MACLT can secure funding to position themselves.
iii. Interviews for the ED were postponed yesterday. Applications for the position are still being accepted but the current applicants look promising.
iv. Continue to need help with tumbleweed management; if anybody needs community service hours or is just looking to help out, please refer them to Katie Minehart.
v. HASU hosted an educational event for future homeowners at Arroyo Crossing last week and CR will host an educational event for future homeowners next week. 
vi. Presented at the Utah Alliance for Economic Development event this morning.

iv. Building a new office through natural building techniques.
v. Joseph Bondi’s VISTA term is ending at the end of this month.
