Call to order

Agenda updates:
1. Local housing agencies updates
· HASU- Open house Jan/ Feb.  Tract E scheduled for breaking ground in March. Skyline to break ground April. 

· MACLT update - Closing and breaking ground on 95 units in the next 3 months. CR open house on 12/14. Seeds to Start Grant received for the community garden. 

2. County update - The county will wait to adopt the housing plan to the future land use plan until the city has adopted it. Alternative Housing Overlay in the process, slowly. Budget cuts from the county Planning department. Governor office representatives to come down to tour Utahraptor state park, Arroyo Crossing, and Synergy. 

3. City update - Kalen gives his last update. Last week the City had a workshop for the housing plan goals. It was adopted as part of the general plan. 

4. Housing Plan Update - Adopted by city and county is in the process. City to use goals in their strategic planning workshops in January.

Action items:
1. Nominate and vote for the 2023 Housing Task Force Chair, Vice Chair, and Secretary positions.
Kaitlin nominates Laura as chair, and Mary seconds the motion. Micheal Black’s name is brought up by Ben because of HASU’s outsized role in MAHTF. Mary proposes to table the chair vote. Laura asks for a vote. All those in favor: none, All those opposed: unanimously. Motion fails unanimously. 
Mary made a motion to postpone voting of HFT positions.  Second, made by Ben. All in favor. 

2. Discussion items:
a. Brainstorm a topic or theme for a winter housing education event/program.
$4,000 left to use for events from the grant. Laura brings up home energy efficiency kits or a different educational event. Kaitlin says to save money for the website. Ben says to wait for yearly goals and align with that. Katie brings up the dashboard and data collection.  Kara brings up data collection before new multi-family developments so we can more accurately make what the people need. Katie brings up the need to project future development to see what we will have.  Laura posits that this body should be the sounding board for the survey and data collection and is happy to assist in that process.

b. The governor’s office’s new budget was released. MAHTF should follow this closely for future grants and funding opportunities. Shift to a lobbying group? City and County need to lobby together
