iii. Community Rebuilds - term 1 workshare program finished, term 2 has just arrived. Finished a week-long permaculture course with USU Sustainability Dept. Another plaster course on Monday, partnering with Yestermorrow to host a natural building certificate course. Open house June 22nd 4-7pm, have several leads resulting from the ADU event, awarded a UServeUtah grant for flood prevention/retaining wall course 
iv. Seekhaven - Abi Taylor will be the new LHC liaison and Seekhaven representative 
1. LHC data updates: April data
2. Those seeking homeless services: Duplicated data: 98, unduplicated: 38 
3. Unduplicated data: 9 were literally homeless, 29 at risk of homelessness 
4. Leading cause of needing homeless services was domestic violence 
5. Seekhaven got a new housing grant from the Office of Homelessness Services, which can help pay for rent and utilities for those needing help
